Zeta’s NTA per share increased in January, rising 3.3% from 

A$0.452 to A$0.467. The increase in NTA during the month was 

due predominantly to a rise in the share price of Resolute Mining.  

Oil prices fell in January, with the price of Brent crude oil falling 

2.0% from US$56.82 at the end of December to US$55.70 at the 

end of January. Nickel fell, with the price of nickel down 5.4% from 

US$4.55 at the end of December to US$4.31 at the end of January. 

During the month the US dollar gold price (London PM fix) rose 

4.6% from $1,159 at the end of December to $1,213 at the end of 

January. The Australian dollar increased in value against the US 

dollar, rising 4.6% from 0.7235 at the end of December to 0.7565 

at the end of January.  

The share price of NZOG was up 0.5 cents during January, closing 

the month at NZ$0.63. Panoramic Resources’ share price fell 1.5 

cents to A$0.26. Resolute Mining’s share price rose 18 cents 

during January, and closed the month at A$1.45. 

 

At month-end Zeta had A$47.1m in net debt (Dec: A$47.3m). 

Zeta’s share price closed January at A$0.31, a discount to NTA of 

33.7%. At the end of December, the shares closed at a discount 

to NTA of 33.4%.
